 On the trip, we stuck together.  Many memories were forever forged that I can still recall to this very day.  I remember my # rst steps 
into Disney Land.  I remember the asphalt being so hot at Knox Berry Farm that it was melting and sticking to our sandals as we walked 
through the park.  I remember seeing Shamu the Whale at Sea World jumping out of the water.  I also remember some scary moments 
on the trip.  At one point, our families got separated on the highway.  We had to spend a night at a hotel without them, wondering if we 
would see them for the rest of the trip.  Somehow, the next day we caught sight of the " ag on their car " apping down Interstate 5.  We 
were together once again!  I remember a hotel that we stayed at that didnÕt have a shallow end on the pool for children.  My dadÕs best 
friend, ÒRed BakerÓ promised that if I jumped in, he would catch me and I wouldnÕt drown.  I jumped in, and he moved away.  ! is forced 
me to perform an all-out Òdog-paddleÓ for the side of the pool.  But in the end, we reached our destinations and shared lasting memories.  
We all grew closer to one another than ever before through the journey.
 In a sense, in the coming weeks, the Cross View family will be going on a road trip together.  ! is journey started in Lent, and will 
travel through Holy Week, eventually reaching the cross of Jesus and His empty tomb.  Our road trip will have ÒhighsÓ and ÒlowsÓ along 
the journey.  One of highs will be what God does through our Small Group Ministry time during the 40 Days of Purpose.  I canÕt tell 
you how many encouraging stories I have heard from participants and leaders.  ! is study is truly challenging (in a positive way) many of 
the 150 people in their walk with Jesus.  On our road trip together, weÕve had time and will continue to have some special time to spend 
together on Wednesday evenings.  In our series ÒLent is for RememberingÉÓ weÕre spending time together as a family going back to the 
basics of Lent.

 As we move into Holy Week, we will be blessed through a series of drama team presentations.  ! ese dramas will be complemented 
by our choir with selections from the cantata ÒAt the Ninth HourÓ.  As a family, the Word of God will speak powerfully to our hearts as 
we hear of GodÕs great love for the world shown forth in His only Son, Jesus.  ! e journey will lead us through the joyful entry on Palm 
Sunday to the wonder of Maundy ! ursday.  Our trip together will take us from the Garden of Gethsemane to the arrest and trials of 
our Savior.  Our journey will lead us up a hill to the cross and to a tomb where they laid His body.  And in the end, we will arrive at the 
empty tomb.  
 We will experience joy, sorrow, wonder, pain, and celebration on our road trip together.  But it is my prayer that as we make the 
journey, God will bind us together as a family.  It is my prayer that the memories we share will draw us closer to one another and closer 
to our Savior.

ECO-PALMS WILL WAVE AT CROSS VIEW
!ey took branches of palm trees and went out to meet him, shouting, 
“Hosanna! Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord—the 
King of Israel!”  John 12:12-13
 In our celebration of Palm Sunday on April 17, our con-
gregation will partner with Lutheran World Relief to use Eco- 
Palms — a branch truly worthy of celebration. 
 In conventional palm harvesting, workers are paid based on 
volume. !e more fronds they cut, the more income they gener-
ate, encouraging over-harvesting and threatening the rainforest. 
Middlemen then transport the palms out of communities for pro-
cessing, where more than half of the palms are discarded because 
of poor quality. 
  Eco-Palms, however, are harvested in a sustainable manner. 
Harvesters are trained to gather only quality palm fronds in a way 
that allows the plant to keep growing. !e palms are then brought 

to a community processing building, where the palms are processed 
and packaged for export. 
 By processing the palms themselves, these communities cap-
ture more of the pro#ts, improving the communities’ standard of 
living and ensuring that the money paid for the palms bene#t those 
who labor. With this additional income, a community can build a 
processing building to improve working conditions and now pro-
vides scholarships to students, pays a teacher’s salary and supports 
elderly members of the community. 
  Lutheran World Relief has partnered with the  University 
of Minnesota to help build support in the U.S. for Eco-Palms 
by  introducing Lutheran congregations to this social and 
 environmental justice project. Lutheran World Relief is a min-
istry of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA), 
!e  Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod (LCMS), individuals and 
parish groups in international relief, development, advocacy and 
social responsibility.

Michael, is now working with Lutheran church leaders in !ailand, Cambodia, and 
Laos to help them understand and use CIÕs, See !rough the Scriptures.  !e Presbyterian 
seminary in !ailandÕs capital, Bangkok, also wishes to make use of CIÕs materials in its 
training program.
  Six ELCA churches in Chicago are now working together to teach CIÕs major 60-
unit course, Crossways.  Each of the six pastors serving these congregations will teach 
one of the six sections of ten units each.  One of the pastors wrote, ÒWhat initially sold 
people on the class?  We told them that no one had to commit to doing all 60 units.  But 
guess what?  !ey are loving it.  Fifty people are attendingÐages 18-65.  Yes, they are 
hooked, and it is exciting!Ó  (Reports like this contribute to my not having any gray hair 
as yet!)
