THERE ARE FEW THINGS IN THE LIFE OF
A CHRISTIAN THAT BRING GREATER JOY
THAN SERVING OTHERS. HAVE YOU EVER
WONDERED WHY?

We find great joy in serving because the Holy Spirit has
wired us that way. Our life in Christ is wired and designed
for mimicking Jesus’ actions, tracing out His steps, and
taking on His attitude. It brings us joy, it brings God joy,
and it brings others joy when we serve. St. Paul writes in
Philippians 2:1-7:

If you have any encouragement from being united with
Christ, if any comfort from His love, if any fellowship with the
Spirit, if any tenderness and compassion, then make my joy com~
plete by being like-minded, having the same love, being one in
spirit and purpose. Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain
conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves.
Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to
the interests of others. Your attitude should be the same as that of
Christ Jesus:  Who, being in very nature God, did not consider
equality with God something to be grasped, but made Himself
nothing, taking the very nature of a servant...

Jesus didn’t spend His life and His ministry serving
Himself. He spent His life and His ministry helping and
serving others. He ultimately gave everything for the sake of
others. He gave away everything right down to the last stitch
of clothing that He possessed. Ultimately, He gave His very
life so that others could live. He was, and is, a servant without
limit.

Today, Jesus bids His disciples (us) to follow in His
tootsteps. He calls for us to love and to serve as He did. As
the Holy Spirit teaches us the mind and the attitude of Christ
through the pages of Holy Scripture, we become more and

more wired for service in Jesus’ name. As we are connected
to Christ the vine, the natural fruit of that connection is
service (see Gal. 5:22).

If you are interested in enrolling your
child(ren) in a Lutheran School, here’s
some good advice from the Board of
Education:

* Check the school’s website: Each
school’s website provides a wealth of
information about their school and
enrollment procedures.

* Watch in the church bulletin for announce-
ments of open houses and special events.

* Cross View’s deadline for tuition assis-
tance is July 11th!

* Scholarships and discounts are available,
but again check with the administrator
of each individual school. Some schools
will give a % discount if a certain
amount of the tuition is paid up-front.

* Applications for admission are accepted
early. Some schools start in September
for the following academic year.

* Average Elementary tuition is approxi-
mately $4,500.

* Average High School tuition is approxi-
mately $8,000.

*Please note that scholarship donations
are greatly needed to assist schools in their

scholarship programs.

In January, 5th and 6th grade students decided to choose a
cause that would put their faith into action. What caught their
hearts was the World Vision statistic that 4,100 kids die every day
from severe diarrhea caused by unsanitary living conditions, un-
clean water and contaminated food. Since then they have planned
events to help those kids around the world for whom this is a real
fear. By April 15th they had accomplished the following:

1.) Collected over 1,000 hygiene items.

2.) 11 of our students exercised 4,100 minutes(it was actually
over 7,000) and raised over $800.

3.) We had a party for 41 of our friends and had a total of 56 kids
play games, eat food, win prizes and learn about our project. We
had lots of fun and raised $470.

4.) 'Thrivent Financial for Lutherans heard about our project and

With
their donations they purchased 1,000 meals at Feed My Starving
Children, dental and medical visits for kids in Dodoma, Tanzania
through Dodoma Tanzania Health Development, water and food
for school kids supported by Kenya Children’s Fund and a clean
water project through Charity Water.

On Sunday May 22nd we celebrated the journey with an in-
teractive Sunday school hour that had all of our Sunday school
kids and families collecting ribbons to remember the message of
the 4,100 kids. Representatives from several of our organizations
were on hand to accept our donations and share their story, which
helped make our day complete.
