New doors have opened into the
world's two most populous nations,
China and India.

China: At the present time, a
publishing house in Hong Kong is at
work to translate and publish See Through
the Scriptures (STS) and The Parables of Jesus
in both Mandarin (for use in mainland
China) and Traditional Chinese script
(for use in Hong Kong and Taiwan).
Although the second edition of STS
has been used in these regions for
several decades, the publishing house
is translating the third (and greatly
improved) third edition. The Parables of
Jesus is in its second edition.

India: The Association for
Theological Education by Extension
(TAFTEE, the world's largest such

organization), based in Bangalore, has
translated See Through the Scriptures into
seven languages and has been using
it for about 15 years in different parts
of India. TAFTEE is now training its
leaders across India to teach CI's major
course, Crossways, as the key study in its
Certificate Level program. The Director
of TAFTEE, Dr. David Samuel, visited
with me August 22-24 to discuss CI's
continuing partnership with TAFTEE.

USA: The leaders of Thrivent Financial
for Lutherans are now meeting with me
to discuss how they might change the
focus of their organization from Money
Management to Life Management.
Thrivent's senior executive staff are
using CI's stewardship course, In
Heaven's Name, Why On Earth? to help
their organization change direction.

Discovery: As a number of Cross
View members know, I used to conduct
a monthly Sunday evening gathering
titled “Discovery Bible Study.” Because
of health and aging issues I am no
longer able to lead these studies.
However, once each month on Thursday
mornings (10-11.30 a.m.) I lead studies
in which I work through the Gospel
lessons assigned for the coming four
or five Sundays. The meetings are held
in CI's office facility at 7930 Computer
Ave., Bloomington. Anyone may attend.
The study notes and recordings of each
session are posted on Cl's web site,
WWW.Crossways.org. So attend, read, or
listen— without charge.

Wednesday Night Live
underground Reality VIETNAM
(How to live a faith worth dying for)

The Voice of the Martyrs took a group of eight ordinary
teenagers from the United States and Australia on a mission
of a lifetime. These teenagers traveled to Vietnam to meet
the underground church and smuggle Bibles into the coun-
try for Christians to read. Starting Wednesday September 15
Cross View High School Youth and their friends are invited
to join us for this 9 week video-based series. We will meet
each week from 6:30-8:00 PM. 6:30-7:00 we will serve pizza
and give students a chance to unplug from their day and
connect in for the adventure ahead.

This series is an unscripted documentary, the cameras
travel with the teens throughout Vietnam. You don't just see
the teenagers talking about their trip from a cozy TV stu-
dio. You travel with them, walking through the streets of Ho
Chi Minh City (formerly called Saigon), praying in a pool be-
neath a waterfall, talking with Vietnamese Christians. The
nine weeks are hosted by Sonic Flood, one of the hottest
Christian rock bands today. The band introduces the clips
and at the end of each session honestly talk about how it
impacted them.

Upcoming Driver Safety Starter Course
for Seniors

The AARP Driver Safety Starter Class
will be held at Cross View September
16 and 23. The AARP Driver Safety
Program has helped millions of drivers
stay safe on the roads since 1979. AARP
membership is not required to take the
class and there is no test to pass. The
course is designed for drivers 55 and
older, but it is open to drivers of all ages.
Attendees may be eligible for an insur-
ance discount upon course completion,
so their particular insurance agent would
have more details. By taking the course,
drivers will learn the current rules of
the road, defensive driving techniques
and how to operate their vehicle more
safely in today’s increasingly challenging

driving environment.

The 8-hour starter course, offered
to drivers taking the course for the first
time, will be offered during two 4-hour
sessions: Thursday, September 16, and
Thursday, September 23, each starting at
5:30 pm. The instructor for these class-
es will be Loren Rehmer, a member of
Cross View. The classes will be hosted
by members of the Grimm Compass
Group.

The course costs $S12 for AARP
members and S$14 for non-members;
